Transient Private Home Rental Enforcement Ordinance

Council consideration of discussing the Transient Private Home Rental
Enforcement Committee’s proposed implementation dates, and provide staff with
direction regarding the preparation of the TPHR Enforcement Ordinance.

Stan Miller, Big Bear Lake: stated that the proposed enforcement ordinance is
just the first of many issues that must be addressed pertaining to private home
rentals.

J_J McClelland, Big Bear Lake: stated that the enforcement ordinance should
provide more accountability in all neighborhoods where the Private Home Rentals
are located. She reported that some members of the Citizens Protecting the Rights
of Property Owners have raised concerns regarding the proposed requirement that
all check-in for rentals be done on a face-to-face basis, and felt that phone or
electronic registration is adequate.

Lynn Wheeler, Big Bear Lake: recommended that the one-hour response
requirement go into effect concurrently with all other requirements instead of
waiting for the matter to be sent to the Planning Commission for discussion on
enforcement issues that will require revisions to the Development Code.

Motion by Councilmember Mulvihill, seconded by Councilmember Harris to
direct staff to prepare an ordinance that includes the Transient Private Home
Rental Enforcement Ordinance Committee’s recommendations.
