BACKGROUND

The Big Bear Lake Improvement Agency was formed in 1982. There are two redevelopment
project areas within the Agency: the Big Bear Lake Improvement Project Area, adopted on April
27, 1983, and the Moonridge Improvement Project Area, adopted on December 28, 1983.
Attachment 1 of this report is a copy of a city map depicting both improvement areas.

On January 1, 1994, Assembly Bill 1290 became effective, which made many changes to
California Community Redevelopment Law (California Health and Safety Code). This
legislative bill added Section 33490 to the Health and Safety Code, which requires agencies to
produce Implementation Plans every five years. The first Implementation Plan was adopted in
December 1994, the second Plan was adopted in December of 1999. A draft of the 2005-2009
Implementation Plan is attached to this report. The purpose of the Implementation Plan is to
identify programs that would address the needs identified in the 1983 Improvement Plans.

On May 14, 2004 a Request for Proposals was prepared to find a consultant that could prepare
the 2005-2009 Implementation Plan. Based on the responses received, consultant interviews
were performed and LDM Associates was selected to prepare the Plan.

LDM Associates, represented by Mr. Robert Kishita, has prepared the attached draft 2004-2009
Implementation Plan. The draft Plan contains the requisite information that meets the statutory
requirements of redevelopment law. For purposes of the workshop this report will inform the
